Instructions to an aircraft from Aerodrome Control
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Acknowledgement by aircraft:
- during daylight: rocking the aircraft’s wings (not on base nor on final)
- during darkness: flashing on and off twice the aircraft’s landing lights
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Acknowledgement by aircraft:
- during daylight: moving the aircraft’s ailerons or rudder
- during darkness: flashing on and off twice the aircraft’s landing lights or,
if not so equipped, by switching on an off twice its navigation lights
